Minimum Requirements

Provide all items listed below. If not applicable, applicant shall note on this checklist, and shall explain by notation on the plans. An incomplete application will not be accepted into the review process. Additional items may be required based on initial review.

General Requirements

Completed Plan Review/Land Disturbance Permit Application

· 1. One (1) hard and one (1) electronic copy of Civil/Land Disturbance Permit Site Plan. Plan must bear professional seal and signature of an Engineer, Land Surveyor, Architect or Landscape Architect having registration in the State of Georgia.

· 3. Copy of NOI submission to EPD and copy of receipt for fees paid.

· 4. Contact Information, including copy of GSWCC Level 1A Certification Card for at least one member of company that will be doing land disturbance activities is attached.

· 5. Copy of Grading Contractor current business license is attached.

Plan Requirements
· 1. Project name and address, subdivision name and parcel ID#.

· 2. Owner’s name and complete address including zip code. Provide an individual point of contact.

· 3. Name, address and telephone number of the developer and a 24-hour contact.

· 4. Design firm name/address/phone, point of contact and contact phone number.

· 5. Project location/vicinity map including scale and north arrow

· 6. Location of the site with respect to nearby creeks, rivers, buildings. Show land lot lines, public rights-of-way, etc. Provide reference distance to the nearest public right-of-way.

· 7. Boundary information including bearings and distances along all property lines.

· 8. Show adjacent property owners and zoning.

· 9. Locations of all existing structures (including houses, barns, sheds, landscape and retaining walls, sanitary and storm drainage lines and structures, detention ponds and structures, septic tanks and lines, pools, fences, etc.) with distances to lot lines for all above ground structures.

· 10. Location of building setbacks, landscape strips, zoning buffers, utility and access easements, sewer easements, and drainage easements, or other restricted areas on the site.

· 11. Show all existing and proposed sewer lines.

· 12. A floodplain statement, by note, indicating if any portion of the site is within the 100-year floodplain. If so, show the location and elevation of the 100-year floodplain as identified on FEMA Flood Insurance Rate Maps on the grading and drainage plans.

· 13. All plans and calculations must be stamped with a professional engineer, architect or registered land surveyor’s stamp and signature.

Storm Water

· 1. Clayton County Water Authority approval, if required.

· 2. A statement addressing the absence or presence of state waters within 200 feet of the site. Location of any tributary buffers, or state water buffers, if applicable.

· 3. Show all existing storm water structures and easements immediately upstream and down stream and any other offsite sources of runoff that will affect this development. Show the 100-year ponding elevation on all lakes and detention ponds.

· 4. Where existing runoff leaves the site in a sheet flow condition, runoff shall leave the site in a sheet flow condition after development.

Utilities and Other Structures (Not including the House)

· 1. If site currently includes a septic tank, tank must be demolished in place or removed from the site. Please provide proof that tank has been removed from service or state on the plan that the site is connected to a sanitary sewer line.

· 2. Show all existing and proposed utilities.

Trees and Vegetation Protection

· 1. Location of any existing specimen or deciduous trees as defined in section 8-8-154 of the City of Forest Park Code of Ordinances.

· 2. Location, size and species of all replacement trees.

· 3. The boundaries of all existing and proposed landscape areas and tree save areas. Verify ordinance requirements are met.

· 4. The boundaries of all required buffer areas.

· 5. The boundaries of all existing and proposed buildings.

· 6. The boundaries of all vehicle and pedestrian use areas.

· 7. Show total impervious area on site.

· 8. Provide calculation for required trees and shrubs based on impervious area.

· 9. Seal and signature of landscape architect.

Sediment and Erosion Control   

· 1. A delineation of the limits of disturbance and a statement of the estimated square feet of area disturbed. The areas to be cleared should be outlined on a map.

· 2. Location and type of temporary or permanent soil erosion control measures including, but not limited to, silt fence, construction exit, level spreader, rip-rap, mulching, temporary and permanent seeding, etc.

· 3. Direction of existing and proposed storm water or drainage flow by use of arrows.

· 4. If stream exists, an undisturbed natural vegetative buffer shall be maintained for fifty (50) feet, measured horizontally, on both banks of the stream measured from a wrested vegetation line.

· 5. An additional setback shall be maintained for twenty-five (25) feet, measured horizontally, beyond the undisturbed natural vegetative buffer, in which all impervious cover shall be prohibited. Grading, filling and earth moving shall be minimized within the setback.

· 6. A statement addressing the absence or presence of wetlands on the site. The acreage of the wetlands and the disturbed acreage of the wetlands. Provide a copy of the wetlands delineation study.

Road Improvements

· 1. Where required, provide 24” concrete curb and gutter along the entire property frontage of back of curb to be installed at 14.0 feet from the centerline of right-of-way.

· 2. Where required, provide 5” wide (4-inches thick) concrete sidewalk along entire property frontage. Provide 4’ grass area between back of curb and sidewalk. 

· 3. Show appropriate parking spaces at correct size based on zoning requirements.  
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
