Chairwoman Martin asked Mr. Pearson to read the staff report.  Mr. Pearson stated, “The purpose of this hearing tonight is to review a Final Plat for the subdivision of a 1.7 acre parcel known as Trustee Drugs, Inc.; a commercial lot located in the southwest quadrant of the City of Forest Park, Ga. Further, described as being and lying in Land Lot 51 of the 13th District of Clayton County, Ga. on Forest Parkway at the intersection of Governors Drive; aka 381 Forest Parkway, Forest Park, Ga. 30297. 

The applicant, Dr. Jude C. Ohaya, owner of Trustee Drugs Inc. has submitted this petition under CFPCO Section 8-7-12(f) Short-Cut Method which allows a subdivider (developer) to submit an application for Final Plat approval without submitting a Preliminary Plat, provided that:

1. each lot in the proposed subdivision abuts an existing public street;

2. the proposed subdivision will not effect any major alterations of utility installations, or other existing or proposed public facilities; and

3. the application for final lat approval meets all the applicable procedural, design and other requirements of these regulations   

The Final Plat for Trustee Drugs, Inc. Subdivision meets the requirements of CFPCO Section 8-7-13(f) sub paragraphs (1) (2) and (3). The proposed subdivision site is located within a C-3 Institutional Commercial Zoning District.  The reason for the subdivision is so that the owner, Dr. Jude Ohaya may separate the parcel, which contains the Trustee Drugs Inc. building and parking lot, and a second fully developed site i.e. parking, drives, detention pond facility which is site ready to build a new building upon. Dr. Jude C. Ohaya wishes to sell the site ready parcel.  The site currently contains 1.7 acres and has street frontage (drives) located both on Forest Parkway and Governors Drive. I would like to give the following overview of the criteria data as it relates to this subdivision; 

· Boundary and plat information was prepared by Conkle-Lane and Associates, Griffin, Ga. P.O. Box 845, G. Tom Conkle Ga. RLS No. 2001; December 29th, 2003. 

· Total Site Area:
1.70 acres 

· Tract A Area:
0.80 acres (Trustee Drugs Inc.) 

· Tract B Area:
0.90 acres (Site ready parcel) 

The subdivision site does not lie within an area designated Flood Hazard per City of Forest Park, Ga. Federal Insurance Rate Map (FIRM) Community Panel No. 130042B, Panel No. H&I-09; effective May 16th, 1977.  There will be no new road construction associated with this project; therefore the impact to the Public Works, Fire and Police Departments will be negligible.  Each lot abuts existing streets; Forest Parkway and Governors Drive. Sanitary sewer and potable water supply is available to these lots.  Clayton County Water Authority regulates the sanitary sewer and water installation and tie-in. Our Staff has reviewed the Final Plat data required for approval and finds the Final Plat meets or exceeds the required minimum criteria.  It is the Staffs opinion that the Final Plat for Trustee Drugs Inc. Subdivision, (2) lots be approved for recording in the Office of the Clerk of Superior Court of Clayton County, Georgia.” 
Ms. Martin asked if anyone had any questions for Mr. Pearson. There were no questions. Ms. Martin stated since there was no one there to speak for or against the petition, then she would entertain a motion.  

Mr. Moorer made a motion to approve the petition. Mr. Mathis seconded the motion. Voting on the motion was unanimous.
